Winners will be notified on or 
before May 1, 2012.  All awards will be made payable to the recipient and to the institution to 
which he/she is enrolled.  You may apply for only one type of scholarship, the Frank Filipek 
Scholarship or the Lillian & Chester Mitchell FPA Fine Arts Scholarship. You may not apply for 
two scholarships in a given year.
